Paragraph:

Concluding (closing) sentence:

=> A concluding or closing sentence is the last sentence of a paragraph that often:
e Summarizes the paragraph
« Gives afinal information or idea
o Closes the paragraph clearly

=> A good concluding sentence closes the paragraph. Sometimes it tells the reader the
main idea again.

Note: Concluding sentences are important in long paragraphs. Sometimes, concluding
sentences are not necessary in short paragraphs.
